We have 12 volunteers who meet every other Monday at 4:00 PM at the fire station for
training. If you would like to volunteer come to the station for an application. Each
volunteer is issued gear and a pager.

ISO rating: The Insurance Services Organization has assigned an ISO rating of 3 to the
DIFD. That’s in the top 10 % in the nation. At the time of our recent review in 2014
there were 49,010 communities that were evaluated by ISO. Only 2,410 of these
communities had a rating of three or less.

The difference between Beaufort County EMS and the Daufuskie Island Fire
Department: Beaufort County EMS if funded by the Beaufort County general fund and
EMS report directly to county officials. The DIFD is funded by the tax district R-800
(Property owners and shareholders of Daufuskie). The funds for both EMS and DIFD are
collected by the county but kept in separate accounts.
